@ If issuing a compact for the Nutrition Summit, it would be good to link it.

Provisional themes: 1) Gender and Nutrition, 2) Climate Change and Sustainable Food
Systems, 3) Crisis Response, 4) UHC, 5) Innovation Technology, 6) Financing
Accountability, 7) Vision. Among these, if we incorporate school meals into UHC from
Japan, we can create a story to link it to the Nutrition Summit, and there is a possibility of

inclusion in the documents.

(3 The overall structure of the forum is not yet visible, but how to present Japan. Set universal
themes and present how Japanese school meals are related in a smart way.

(4 What should Japan convey as its essence? Shared during the general assembly.



(5 Sustainable meals are the concern of GCNF and the theme of every forum. Should balance
from both the financial sustainability and production-consumption-food system aspects.

(6 Many school meals in developing countries rely on support from WFP, but they are not
sustainable. It's not clear how to sustain them.

(@ Tt would be useful to share the experience and wisdom of how Japan moved from aid to
self-reliance.

Is the significance and value of school meals properly defined? There still seems to be a
simple value that schools are not just places to eat rice.

L. First, liberation from hunger, for health. From there, Japan moves towards education and
fostering independence.

II. The basic principle of GCNF is "Ending hunger creates peace. By escaping hunger and
receiving education, children's futures are created." School meals are seen as connecting to
this idea.

III. What each country aims to achieve with school meals is listed in the GCNF report, so

please refer to it. Nutrition, education, agriculture, etc.
